Part A – General terms and conditions of the agreement/contract/rent document

1) Tender fee Rs 250/- (non refundable) 

2) EMD Rs 2500/- alongwith submission of Tender document

3) Deposit 
- Rs 50,000/- refundable after completion of lease/rent period.
4) Tenure

1 year from the date of agreement extendable upto maximum 2 years 

5) Basic facilities to be provided by CENT

6) Electricity chargeable at actual 

7) Govt. Taxes by CENT

9) Parking free of cost by CENT for one four wheeler

10) Safety & Security Rules of CENT  to be applicable
11) Terms and conditions of agreement/MOU. :-  This lease /rent and license agreement is made at  ANAND between  ----- ----------------------  hereinafter called as licensee and CENT hereinafter called the Landlord/licensors as follows.
Whereas the Licensors are having vacant and self occupied shops as described hereunder which are part of  Cauveri  Shopping Centre and Whereas the Licensors are desirous of giving and the Licensee desirous of taking the premises more particularly described hereiunder on rent / lease license basis on following terms and conditions :-

a) The Licensors give and the Licensees take the premises hereunder mentioned for 12 months commencing from  ------- 

b) The License fee/ rent will be paid by Licensees to the Licensors on every fifth of each month in advance.  

c) The Licensors have given the premises in good condition and Licensors will not now be required to take any repairs / colour painting etc. for the tenure of the agreement.  

d) The electricity charges of the shop will be paid by the Licensees as mutually calculated by authorized Electrical Supervisor.

e) The Licensees will keep said shops in good condition and shall handover the same at the end of the tenure in the same good conditions.

f) The shops are to be used for the purpose for which it is granted/given to the Licensee.  No other activity shall be taken without written permission from CENT authorities.

g) The Municipal Taxes, Cess, property taxes etc. will be paid by the Licensees.

h) The Licensees will not take any permanent construction in the premises/shops without written permission of Licensors.

i) The CENT (Licensors) declared that they are the absolute owners of the Licensed premises/shops and no one else has any right , title or interest in the said shops/premises.
j) The rent / license fee for the premises will be Rs     ------------------  (Rs ----------------------------) per month OR  -----  %  of profit as agreed by both the parties i.e. Licensees and Licensors.  

k) The Licensee will be entitled to take away those things which he has put in at his own expenses in the shop but he will ensure that no damages cause by removing such things.

l) The Licensee shall leave behind all the things provided by the Licensors.

m) If the Licensee continues after the expiry of this tenure as stated hereinabove fresh agreement will have to be made with mutual consent by increasing the rent or license fee as mutually agreeable to both the parties.

n) The Licensee shall give access / permit the Licensors or their authorized persons to enter into all upon the premises at agreed time during the day after giving prior permission and to inspect the state of premises and any / all such documents / computerized data / software which may be utilized for keeping the accounts of the business activity for which the % sharing of profit is offered by the Licensees OR the income can be realized and / or calculated.

o) In case of unauthorized use / construction by the Licensees the Licensors shall be at the liberty to ask the Licensees to remove immediately or failing which such construction shall be removed by Licensors and cost of such removal from the deposit of the Licensee.  

p) The Licensee shall not do or permit anything to be done in the shops / premises which may be nuisance, annoyance or disturbance or lead to unhealthy condition to live in to the Licensors, CENT and DJMIT staff and students, occupiers or residents of the premises in the CENT and DJMIT premises and in the vicinity.  Licensee shall not interfere or cause damage to the Moveable or Immoveable property belonging to the Licensors whether located outside or inside the premises.

q)   The shops / premises shall not be used for the purpose or activity which may create emissions of odor of liquid, effluents, dust, smoke, gas , voice, vibration or by any reason cause nuisance. It is specifically agreed and understood by the Licensee that drinking and consumption of alcohol in any form is strictly prohibited in the said premises by law or by regulations of Licensors as well as eating/ keeping of non vegetable food is also prohibited.
r) The Licensee hereby covenants with the Licensors that it will not put any claim of tenancy or sub tenancy or any other right or title into or in respect of the license premises or any part of portion thereof and this agreement shall not be construed to create any such rights  whatsoever in favour of Licensees save and expect the more right to sue  any occupy the said premises as Licensee during the validity of the license.

s) Description of shop / premises 

12) Floor area  216 sft carpet for one shop + service area in front of the shop approximately 20 ft. x 12 ft.

13) Cyber security in case of Cyber Café and internet facilities / WAN facilities to be in line as warranted by the institute’s safety and security

14) No criminal activity 

15) All rules and regulations and provisions of the relevant ACT in relation with shop leased/ rented/given for specified activity as per tender/ agreement / MOU shall be applicable and contravention / breach of any such regulation/provisions as attracted by the activity allowed for shall constitute reason for forfeiting of deposit with or without termination of contract / agreement.

16) All license / permissions as required to carry out the activity / business shall be taken by tenant leasee 

17) No activity undertaken by tenant / lease holder shall interfere / disturb any activity of the institute or harmful to the institute / CENT premises / staff health and safety

18) ID cards  shall be provided by CENT

19) The contract agreement/ MOU can be terminated by either party by giving 3 months notice or with mutual agreement 

20) The lease holder / tenant can be evicted with or without forfeiture of deposit for any unlawful/ illegal activity prohibited by any law or act for time being in force in relation with business/activity allowed by CENT  vide this tender or for the purpose for which the shop is leased / rented

21) No legal or any type of claim or ownership right of whatsoever nature shall be claimed by tenant/  lease holder in regard to this agreement / MOU / tender. No provisions of any relevant act including House Rent Act/ tenancy Act for shops/shop and establishment act shall be applicable to claim any kind of ownership right.
22) Any kind of returns /MIS shall be given by the leasee/tenant as prescribed by the CENT management to establish the statistics of business/income /net income/profit

23) Any hard ware and software as prescribed by CENT management shall have to be installed and operated by the leasee/tenant to upkeep/update the operations and accounts   of business/activities allowed by/agreed by CENT vide this tender. 
24) Rates or items / goods sold / business activity carried / services provided shall be decided in consultation with CENT authority and CENT shall have right to direct the leasee / tenant to lower the rates 
25) Any dispute shall be referred to CENT GC and its decision shall be final . No legal course shall be adopted by the leasee/ tenent. No arbitration shall be allowed or approached by either parties.
